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Music to fly by: Suzanne Brindamour releases soundtrack for documentary “Barnstorming”

Washington, DC – January 14, 2010 –  With two CDs to her name and another in the works, singer/songwriter Suzanne Brindamour has long wanted to combine her talent as a songwriter with her skills as a soundtrack composer to create musical landscapes that draw from diverse genres.  That opportunity came with the making of "Barnstorming,” an award winning documentary film that proves friends can literally drop out of the sky. 

"Barnstorming," a Boru Television/Glenshaw Creative production, is the true story of an unexpected friendship that develops between a farm family and two antique airplane pilots who land in their field.  The filmmakers, Bryan Reichhardt and Paul Glenshaw asked Brindamour to compose contemporary music that harkens back to a bygone era using a non-traditional pairing of instruments to emulate the unlikely friendship between farmer and pilot.   

To accomplish this, Brindamour played acoustic guitar, ukulele, piano, kalimba, chimes and even a handmade straw broom in varying arrangements throughout the soundtrack’s 14 selections.  She also brought in contributing musicians to play upright bass, banjo, drums, percussion and ethereal electric guitar. This mix of eclectic tracks has you grounded and contemplative one moment and enjoying the exhilaration of flight in the next.

The film’s director, Bryan Reichhardt has described the music as “...one of the essential characters of the story.  Without it a lot of the feeling of the film would be lost.”  Through the soundtrack you can experience the pivotal moments of the true story and the emotions they evoke, from the excitement of the flying circus to the warmth of sunset front porch chat. The song "Fireflies,” the only track with vocals, sets the mood perfectly while the younger farm children search a field for fireflies at dusk.

On July 26, 2009 “Barnstorming” debuted opening night at the largest general aviation air show in the world in Oshkosh, Wisconsin to a crowd of over 7,000 people.  The DVD and the CD soundtrack were released soon after.  The film is expected to air on select PBS stations and is now available at the Air & Space Museum.  Brindamour plans to tour with her back up band performing music from the film as well as other original songs.
