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Suzanne Brindamour Sings Softly and Speaks Loudly in New Album Family
Release Date October 24

WASHINGTON, DC – Singer, songwriter and TV/film composer Suzanne Brindamour’s long anticipated album drops October 24th. A deeply personal album, Family, is marked by intimate, arresting vocals, with ethereal arrangements supporting Brindamour’s signature fingerpicking style on guitar and ukulele. In seven tunes, Brindamour explores the themes of unconditional love, the innocence of childhood, profound loss and a plea for human justice. 
The opening song, “The Boy and the Tree,” was inspired by a great love and Shel Silverstein’s book “The Giving Tree.” “Here Today,” is an homage to singer-songwriter Nick Drake. In the haunting and beautiful “Etude for Erika,” Brindamour honors a dear friend lost to breast cancer. “Worry No More” recounts two young sisters’ journey to escape a difficult home life in contrast to “The Creek at Georgetown Hill” that revisits Brindamour’s fond childhood memories of catching tadpoles.  

The newest track, “One Human Race,” was inspired by the tragic, racially motivated mass shooting in Buffalo, New York of May of 2022. After hearing Garnell Whitfield, son of one of the victims, make an impassioned speech, Brindamour felt compelled to protest in song, using some of his own words. She shared it with Whitfield and pledged to speak out about racial injustice and “do better” as the song implores. The title track “Family,” is a quiet reflection on leaving the familiar to embrace the universal unknown and asks the question: What if all the world felt like one family?

This will be Brindamour’s fourth studio album. Her first two received praise from The Washington Post for her "genuinely distinctive voice, tart and tuneful" and “appealing melodies." Her last album (2009) was an American roots soundtrack for the PBS documentary “Barnstorming.” 
Brindamour’s songs have been used in films and scores heard in programs on various networks including The CW, MTV, FOX, & National Geographic Television.

The youngest of five children, Brindamour grew up in a Maryland suburb of Washington, D.C. in a home filled with artists and musicians. Her civically active mother worked as a volunteer to bring justice and equality to minorities, instilling in her children the importance of compassion and social justice. As a young woman Brindamour was heartbroken when she lost her mom to cancer. She chose October 24,th her mother’s birthday, as the date to release Family. It will be available digitally through iTunes, Bandcamp, and most streaming platforms.
Brindamour is passionate about making music that stirs the heart and inspires love and social change. She has shared that passion by performing for patients through the volunteer organization Musicians-On-Call, and working as musician-in-residence at a children’s hospital.  

Throughout her performance career she has played in a number of prestigious DC area venues (the National Theatre, State Theatre, Jammin’ Java) as well as venues in California and London. Each year she curates the DC chapter of the global The Acoustic Guitar Project. 
The seven songs on Family are “relatable at a time when there is so much turmoil around the world,” Brindamour says. “I sing in a calm voice, and very carefully curated the sounds to create a lush environment that I hope people will find comforting.”
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
