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New Album Shaded by Trees by Suzanne Brindamour Blossoms this Spring with themes of Love, Nature, and Nostalgia

WASHINGTON, DC – following her October release of Family, which was nominated for a Washington Area Music Award (WAMMIE) for Best Folk Album, Suzanne Brindamour drops another seven songs in a collection titled Shaded by Trees, currently receiving airplay on community and college radio across the country. In contrast to the ethereal, light acoustic arrangements in Family, this new album is full of livelier, poppy compositions employing a wealth of top local talent on violin, banjo, organ, electric guitar and harmonies, supported by unique rhythms on drums and bass. Shaded by Trees evokes expressions of joy, nostalgia, peace, love and breakups. On both albums Brindamour continues her tradition of unique fingerpicking on guitar and ukulele and what the Washington Post called, her "genuinely distinctive voice" and “appealing melodies."  A limited run of both albums is available on one compact disc exclusively through the artist’s website.

During the lengthy recording process there were trials and tragedy among Brindamour’s family and friends which she has imbued into her music. In the haunting and heartbreaking “Etude for Erika”( Family), Brindamour honors a dear friend who lost her battle with breast cancer.
The opening track on Shaded by Trees, “In My World” nods to school shootings as Brindamour attempts to create a world where children “can play outside in the garden, their bodies are safe, their minds are free, their hearts never harden.”  

“Wake Me” is a rock tune with a Chris Isaak feel, and “Let Me Go” is a plea to an ex turned stalker.   The most folky of the songs is Pilots’ Anthem, an homage to pilots who fly small aircraft. It has soaring violins, fun ukulele and once it kicks in after the intro, the feel of a spirited jug band without the jug. “I Am Here For You” and “The Best Things in Life Are Free” offer infectious celebrations of love and childhood.

“Beyond the joy and catharsis of writing music, what I enjoy most is creating something that will sooth, inspire, or have a positive impact on the world. This was my hope for Family and Shaded by Trees. I wanted to combine my craft as a composer and arranger with my songwriting skills to create soundscapes and rich layers.” The newest track which she chose to release on Family, “One Human Race,” was inspired by the tragic racially motivated mass shooting in Buffalo, New York of May of 2022. After hearing a victim’s son make an impassioned speech, Brindamour felt compelled to protest in song, using some of his own words with 
his blessing. 
Brindamour also composes music for film and television. Her songs and scores have been heard on the CW, MTV, Fox, National Geographic and PBS. In 2009, she wrote the score and the song “Fireflies” for an award-winning documentary called Barnstorming which aired nationally on public broadcasting stations.
